	Using Your Project Volume


Create Files and Folders

1. Create files and folders on your machine as you normally would. 

2. Put them where they are easy to find. 
Ex: Create a folder called Project and store it in My Documents on your C Drive.

Move Files and Folders To and From Your Project Volume

Once you’ve created your files and folders, you’ll move them from your computer to your project volume using kerbFTP. If you do not have kerbFTP installed you can download it from http://www.cmu.edu/computing/myandrew.

	How kerbFTP is set up

The kerbftp window is divided into two sections. The top half displays the drives, folders, and files on your computer, the bottom half displays the folders and files on the remote server. In this case, you will display your project volume.

Each section is divided into two halves. The left half displays the typical windows directory of drives and folders. As you highlight each folder, the right side displays the contents of that folder.

You can move folders and files from your computer to your project volume and back using Drag and Drop.


Connect to the server

1. Open kerbFTP. 
The Kerberos FTP window appears.

Note: By default, kerbFTP is installed in your Communications folder. Go to Start > Programs > Communications and double click on the kerbftp icon. 

2. Go to File > Open Connection. 
The Open Connection dialog box  appears.

Note: If you have not already logged into kerberos, you will be asked to log in. Type in your Andrew userid and password.

	TIP: If you check the Show this window at startup box of the Open Connection dialog box, the box will appear automatically when you start the application.


3. In the Hostname field, type unix.andrew.cmu.edu.


4. Click the Connect button. You are now connected to your home directory on a remote unix server. 


5. Change to your Project Volume directory.


a. Go to Options > Remote Directory.


b. Click on Change Root Directory.


c. Type the full path name of your project volume directory.
Ex: /afs/andrew/course/76/271-Summer/dheagy


d. Click OK. 

Move Your Files and Folders 


TO your project volume from your computer

1. In the top section of the Kerberos FTP window, locate the files or folder that you want to move from your computer to the project volume on the server.


2. In the bottom section, locate the folder you want to move it to.

Note: If your project volume is empty, you move the file or folder to the directory.


3. Drag and Drop


a. Click on the file or folder you want to move to highlight it and hold the mouse button down.

b. Move the mouse to drag the file or folder to the target location in the bottom section, your project volume directory. When you are over the target location, it becomes highlighted.

c. Release the mouse button to drop the file or folder into the targeted location.

FROM your project volume to your computer

Follow the same instructions as above in reverse. Drag the file or folder from the bottom section, your project volume on the remote server, to the top section, your computer.

Disconnect and Quit kerbFTP

1. Go to File > Close Connection. A dialog box asks if you really want to close this connection.


2. Click OK.


3. Click the X in the upper right hand corner of the  Kerberos FTP window to quit.
